Crime between the beginning of July and the end of September this year has seen a slight increase in burglary dwellings 

and theft from motor vehicles.  A local person was arrested for some of the burglaries and was released on Police bail. 
It has remained the same as last year for theft of motor vehicles that being 4.  There has been a dramatic drop in non 

dwelling burglaries from 16 last year to 8 this year throughout this period. 

 
We have listened to your concerns regarding problems in Top Town regarding Alcohol related incidents and have now 

made this one of the beat priorities. 
Barwell and Earl Shilton have a ôDesignated Public Place Orderõ which means you cannot drink alcohol in public unless on 

licensed premises. 

 
The other priority remains as Drugs and we have searched two houses in Barwell over the last three months recovering 

cannabis plants. Eight people have been dealt with for possessing cannabis in public.  A female was seen drug dealing in 

Barwell in July. She is currently serving 3 years for supplying heroin.
